Training Certification and Assessment 

 

Assessment is through a one-hour open book online multiple-choice exam. This exam must be completed within 28 days of the 

start of the examination period, and delegates must have access to a device with a reliable internet connection. Delegates will 

receive login details to their registered e-mails prior to the examination period starting, and they are responsible for undertaking 

the exam in accordance with the ISEP regulations. 

 

Following successful completion of the course and exam, delegates will receive an ISEP certificate. Delegates will also become 

eligible for Associate membership, giving them the AISEP suffix and the benefits of ISEP membership. One year’s membership 

is included as part of the course registration.
